. Before you answer your front door make sure

. If you are at all unsure about a caller never let
them in no matter what they say.

. Talk to people though the door, rather than
opening it.

HISTORY SOCIETY

Behind the very simple title AOld Phar macyo, February
absolutely amazing re-creation of a past age that delighted the good audience that attended. It was, indeed,
everything a local history talk should be; for it was part personal and family history, part social history, and at the

same time encompassed the wider picture of the world at large.

David Porter, who spent al most the whole of his career
speaker, and when he uncovered tables covered in bottles, packages and vast numbers of artefacts, we knew
that pharmacy had been more than simply a career to him; more like a passion.

Beginning with a history of the enterprise, David first gave us the origins of Bayleys as a business. It had been
founded in the 19th century by one Cornelius Bayl ey, p
as he was always known, cut an immaculate figure in his day, with his smart suit, top hat and cane, gold rimmed
pince-nez glasses and spats. With expansion of business in mind, he set up shop locally by buying up Maskews
Chemists in Clacton and moving it to Electric Parade (nhow Pier Avenue). Later his son, also Cornelius but

known as Felix to distinguish him, developed a further branch in Connaught Avenue in Frinton. Canny
businessman that he was, he took the opportunity when this shopping venue was opened by the Duke of
Connaught, to claim Royal patronage and add the coat of arms to his shop sign from then on.

The association of our speaker with the business came when his father trained as a pharmacist and joined the
Bayley enterprise, to be followed later by David after serving an apprenticeship in Sudbury.

The sheer breadth of the pharmacy business in those days can best be gauged by the fact that on one hand
Cornelius was a winner at the Paris Exhibition of 1895 with his patent cough mixture that carried the exatic title
LUNGLINA. On the other hand another product at around the same time, we were able to see from an original
handout, washisi Bayl ey6s Patent Wheeckim onDhe 8ysrgan thgs:di.1 s not only a
preventative of smut , slug and wireworm BUT | S A SCAR

While we know bureaucracy today is seemingly an ever present enemy, our speaker was keen to emphasise

He was able to show in
det ai l al | the prescription books, poi sons registers &

been a particularly licence ruled time though, perhaps strangely, much of this paperwork proved fascinating in
the way it brought the period to life.

Examples were many: anything gold-plated needed a license from the Board of Trade, so gold-rimmed
spectacles became a thing of the past; bread and biscuits for diabetics needed authorisation first from the
Ministry of Food before they could be obtained from the U.K. Tea Co. next door. A licence for the Metropolitan
Police boots, | have to say, was one that left me somewhat puzzled in this context.

Strychnine, licensed in this case by the Town Hall, reminded us of the world of poison and prisoners, and the two
forms of prescription books in the pre-NHS days proved fascinating reading after our speaker had finished. By
passing round many of the items in his wonderful collection, he involved his audience in the most animated way.
| have never seen so many members so involved.

Nearly two centuries of this trade were in evidence: t
farriero that involved boiling urine and soft soap for
In a sense, however, such things threw open the whole wide subject of
pharmacy and remedies, and how we view them. Medicines we once
accepted, we now see as totally outmoded, if not pure quackery.
