Potterings

As we leave September behind we can reflect on the
warm days at the start of the month plus a bit of rain
later in the month. The bright sunlight and strong
winds have had an effect on most of the plants and this
| suspect will bring Autumn much nearer and a lot
quicker than usual. A lot of the horse chestnut and
other leaves are falling off the trees and the chore, or
in some cases delight, of collecting the leaves seems
to be dying out. No longer do we smell the whiff of
wood smoke as the leaves slowly burn away. Instead
it is much more common today to rake up all the leaves
and to use them to provide garden compost for the
future. The larger leaves take longer to rot down but if
you have a rotary law mower then run this over the
leaves on the lawn. This shreds them up and then
collects them in its basket. It will probably add a few
grass cuttings as well, and the resulting mixture will
compost down quickly providing a good mixture for the
garden. Of course if you are the proud owner of a
shredder you may use this to provide a similar
reduction in the size of the leaves.

Whil st talking about
away in the shed and forget about it until next Spring.
The weather in our area is much warmer than in the
northern parts of the country and this means the grass
keeps on growing for much longer. Raise the cutting
height a bit more and cut the grass as and when it
starts to get a bit long. No doubt the grass will be
damp with dew, so to make it easier to cut, brush the
grass to make the water droplets fall off the leaves,
then cut it a couple of hours later and it should be fairly
dry. Traditionalists used a birch broom (similar to that
depicted as transport for flying witches) but anything
that shakes the grass will have the desired effect. |
sometimes use a hard bristle brush but normally a 6
foot bamboo cane swished over the surface has the
desired effect and is much quicker. If you are worried
about should | cut grass in the winter, providing it is not
frozen or waterlogged it should be okay. The bowling
green | play on during the summer is cut twice a month
during the winter (and twice a week during the
summer). This frequent cutting is apparently better for
the grass as it makes it grow more blades that are
shorter.

If it is a bit wet how about a nice little job in the
greenhouse? You have probably planted up your
Christmas flowering hyacinths, but how about a few
daffodils timed to come into bloom a few weeks earlier
than those planted outside? Take a 12 section tray
(approxi mately 20 squar e
multipurpose compost, then plant a dozen dwarf
daffodils. | always use Téte a Téte and these
invariably perform well. Push the bulb into each
section leaving the top above the compost. Then
water lightly and put them into a cool low light area

P e t e r su@as der the bench in a cool greenhouse.

Around Christmas time there should be shoots about
10 high. Now pl ace
greenhouse and in a few weeks they will be in bud.
They can then be taken out separately and carefully
planted in the window boxes, tubs etc. and they will be
in bloom a few weeks before those originally planted
outside.

It is also time to clear the borders of any
remaining summer bedding plants to enable you to
plant the spring flowering varieties. The longer you
leave it the colder the weather, the slower plant
growth, and the longer it takes for the new plants to get
well established before the colder days and frost of
January and February. similarly to lawns the type of
fertiliser the plants need is a slow release type.
Traditionally bone meal or any organic material such
as compost help to build up the root system. 1 also
use a small amount of the slow release granules.
These release fertilizer at a rate determined by
moi stur e and temperatur e,
foliage grow long and lush when it is likely to be
zapped by frosts etc. It will also retain its goodness
through the cold weather then let it go as spring warms
up.

Donoét forget to plant
between your pansies or polyanthus, as these give a
bit more height to your displays, and a good variety of
colours is also available.

The car park also facilitates the parking of vehicles for allotment
holders and is often used for one-off parking for various coach
trips. We, as a committee try to accommodate all requests for
parking, but we cannot always say yes. The committee are all
from the village and are fully aware of the parking problems. The
village hall, however, is not a public car park.

Grumbling about waiting times in Accident and Emergency is almost as great a British
tradition as moaning about the weather, so | am delighted to suggest a few alternatives
that you can try if you feel the need for some sort of non-emergency medical attention
when the surgery is closed.

Firstly, if what you need is good, common sense medical advice, you can get it by
telephoning NHS Direct on 0845 46 47. This is a nurse-led service which specialises in
giving expert guidance on straightforward
of a doctor. In many cases, they should be able to sort you out without you ever having to
be seen.

If you have a minor injury that needs attention you can go to the Minor Injuries Unit at

either Clacton or Harwich Hospitals between the hours of 9.00am i 9. 0 0 p m. You d

need an appointment and | am told that the waiting time at both units is usually quite short, contrasting sharply to
the under-4-hour s target at Col chester A&E. Pl ease note
Anyone turning up with an illness will be turned away as the units are not equipped for or intended to deal with
sick people.

If you have an illness that needs attention and you can travel, as an alternative to the often over-stretched Out
of Hours Service, why not try the new Walk-i n Centre in Colchester? |11t0s
hospital, and is open from 7.00am until 10. 00pm ev
and going there must be a better bet than queuing for ages amongst the blood and guts of A&E.

If you are ill - not to the point of it being an emergency, of course i and genuinely cannot travel, in the first
instance please call the Harmoni Out of Hours Service. (Here at Great Bentley, if you ring the surgery out of
hours on 01206 250691, you will automatically be transferred to Harmoni.) You will be assessed over the
telephone and, if it seems necessary, a duty doctor will be sent to visit you.

Incidentally, the GPs here advise that if you have a sick child, even one with a fever, it is best to take him or her
to the doctor rather than waiting for one to come to you. To put this into perspective, even if your child is ill
enough to need hospital treatment, the hospital W 0
being put in a car and taken to a surgery or Out of Hours centre for treatment.

So, there you go! If everyone sticks to these alternative providers and leaves A&E for serious Accidents and
Emergencies, this unwanted British tradition will gradually die out. The Minor Injuries Units, Walk-in Centre etc
are there to be used and if fewer people end up at A&E unnecessarily, service and waiting times will improve
dramatically for those who really need to go there.

Hedgehog Litters October 2009

Overall this year Wildlives has had nearly a 1000 admissions, in fact by the time you are reading this I'm sure it will have hit this
number. The centre has been particularly busy with hedgehogs and is now starting to see hoglets from second litters (although
the first litters never seemed to stop!). There was a lot of response to the news last month, both in the newsletter and in the local
paper, about hedgehog attacks and the RSPCA have received numerous calls with useful information.People have become extra
vigilant and we are happy to say that there have been no further reports of attacks in the area that was highlighted. Amongst the
hedgehog admissions have been two albino hoglets. One of them came in as part of a litter of five whose mother had died and
the other as part of a litter of three. One of the albinos had a severe urinary infection, but is responding well to treatment.

The dry weather has been deadly for the hedgehog population as it has become very difficult for them to find food.

The albinos won't be released into the wild as they are vuinerable to both predation and disease, so they will be going into
enclosed gardens.

Hudson, the fox cub was found hanging by a rear hind leg that was caught in barbed wire. He had obvicusly tried to free himself
and in doing so had ended up wrapping the wire very tightly around his leg. Hudson was brought to Wildlives where his leg was
cleaned up and he was taken to the vet, because it initially looked as if the tendons were still intact and the leg could be saved.
Sarah, the vet spent a long time trying to suture the damaged tissue together. Hudson returned to the vet three days later for a
check up, but unfortunately the leg was dead. However, as a fox can cope perfectly well on three legs (if the missing leg is a
rear leg), the decision was made to amputate. Hudson made something of an amazing recovery and in less than eighteen hours
after the operation he was running around as if nothing had happened. As soon as the area has healed fully he will be released
back to where he was found. Although physically doing very well, Hudson does seem to be showing signs of some odd
behaviour concerning his water bowd... ... he has what we can only call ‘full water bowl syndrome’! As soon as a bowl of water is
left for him he immediately tips it all over and hides the bowl. One bow! has completely gone missing and a number have been
broken...so, the centre have now resorted to using a metal bowl. Fortunately this syndrome is one that should not bother him
too much when he returns to the wild!

Rosie would like to extend a big thank you to veterinary nurse Lindsey who always drops everything when the centre has an
emergency and she certainly pulled out all the stops for Hudson.

Cygnet and swan

A cygnet was found wandering up and down a busy road with abrasions on his feet and leeches in his nose and throat. The
leeches are quick to get rid of by dunking the bird’s head in salt water for a few seconds. He has really picked up and will be
joining Sue Morgan’s flock of cygnets at Salcott.

A (hungry) swan was found wandering up and down the road outside the fish and chip shop in Brightlingsea. He was suffering
from respiratory problems and was put on a course of antibiotics and wormers. Following his recovery he was taken to the
boating lake in Brightlingsea where he was joined by a rather annoyed mate who had clearly been wondering where he had got
to. She pursued him across the lake, probably putting him in his place, but any row was happily diverted by a group of people
feeding the ducks and swans at the other side of the boating lake! :

PUMPKIN TARRAGON AND COCONUT SOUP

Try this unusual autumn soup when the pumpkins are plentiful - the coconut gives it a creamy texture.

1 Pumpkin peeled, deseeded and chopped
1 Carrot, diced

1ltsp Dried tarragon

2pt  Vegetable stock

20z Creamed coconut

Salt and pepper to taste

Freshly chopped chives or tarragon to garnish

Place the pumpkin, carrot and tarragon in a large saucepan. Cover with stock and bring to boil.
Cover and simmer for 30 minutes until vegetables are tender.

Allow to cool, blend with hand blender or liquidiser.

Our closest rink, for the time
being, is Chelmsford, who have two
senior teams currently playing in the
lower reaches of the British game.

At the top, we have the Elite
League, where big-city teams like Belfast,

Cardiff,
Coventry, Edinburgh, Hull, Newcastle, Nottingham and
Sheffield fight it out in front of crowds which can reach up
to 8,000.

Below that is the English Premier League, where

smaller rinks like Basingstoke, Bracknell, Guildford,
Manchester, Milton Keynes, Peterborough, my very own
Romford, Sheffield, Slough and Swindon do battle, with
audiences ranging from a few hundred to maybe 2,000
on a very good night.

Then there is the two-division National League
where Chelmsford Chieftains go up against the likes of
Haringey, Invicta (Medway), Isle of Wight, Oxford,
Streatham and Oreserved
Milton Keynes, Peterborough in Division One, while
another 12 teams, including Bristol, Chelmsford Warriors
and Lee Valley compete against several more second
string teams from other rinks.

Games are split into three 20-minute periods but,
with the clock stopped on a regular basis, and the ice
resurfaced in the two intervals, you can find yourself at
the rink for a good two-and-a-half hours and generally,
admission is between £5-£10.

So i f anybody finds
Sunday evening over the next few months, why not take
a trip down to Romford for something a little different.
The rink is easy to find from the A12, the doors usually
open at about 4:30pm and play starts at 5:15pm.
